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Y.O.P. TAX CREDITS
 
   Make a charitable deduction, and receive tax credits!

It’s true. Under the Missouri Youth Opportunities Program, 50% of a donation made to PYC for our State approved Youth Violence Prevention Project can be applied as a direct credit on your Missouri state taxes.  That’s in addition to the overall Federal and State deductions for charitable contributions on itemized returns.

                         An EXAMPLE of a person in the 25% federal and 5% Missouri tax bracket:

Obtaining YOP tax credits is easy: 

· Mail your check made payable to PYC, with the notation YOP Tax Credits. 

· You can obtain a copy of the YOP Tax Credit Form (Missouri Form CDTC-770) from PYC’s office or download a copy from our website: pyconline@aol.com
· Complete the YOP Tax Credit Form--Parts II, III, IV, and V (be sure to have it notarized)
You must provide a copy of the cancelled check pertaining to the donation (copy both the front and back of check) and send it to PYC along with your completed YOP Form.*  Once PYC receives these documents from you, we will complete the paper work and file it with the State. The State of Missouri will then send a tax credit certificate directly to you for use when filing your taxes. 

Donations of cash, stocks or bonds are eligible for the YOP tax credits. For stock or bond donations, you must send a copy of the broker’s completed transaction. Property contributions including:  materials, supplies, equipment and real estate are also eligible for YOP tax credits of 30% of the contribution value
If you have already made a qualifying contribution to PYC request a YOP form from PYC, complete it, and send the appropriate documentation back to PYC as indicated above.  We will complete the certification portion of the form and mail it to the State. Within 4-6 weeks thereafter, you should receive the YOP tax credit certificate back from the State.  

* Please note that filing for YOP tax credits must be done 
 within 12 months of the contribution date.
